The article analyses two reports of the international organizations dedicated
to the problem of social inequality in a global scale. It distinguishes the main issues
and the main conclusions of the reports formulated by experts; it also considers
the factors of social inequality and its basic forms. The article presents main
Sfeatures of social inequality in Russia on the basis of these reports. It analyses
peculiarities of Russian inequality and the data on Russian citizens inclusion
into the global elite and into the global middle class.
